Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And | pray
that you, being rooted and established in love, 18 may
have power, together with all the Lord’s holy people, to
grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of
Christ, 19 and to know this love that surpasses knowledge
—that you may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of
God. 20 Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more
than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at
work within us.

Philippians 1:9-11

And this is my prayer: that your love may abound more and
more in knowledge and depth of insight, 10 so that you
may be able to discern what is best and may be pure and
blameless for the day of Christ, 11 filled with the fruit of
righteousness that comes through Jesus Christ—to the
glory and praise of God.

Philippians 2:1-4

Therefore if you have any encouragement from being
united with Christ, if any comfort from his love, if any
common sharing in the Spirit, if any tenderness and
compassion, 2 then make my joy complete by being like-
minded, having the same love, being one in spirit and of
one mind. 3 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain
conceit. Rather, in humility value others above yourselves,
4 not looking to your own interests but each of you to the
interests of the others.



Colossians 1:9-11
For this reason, since the day we heard about you, we

have not stopped praying for you. We continually ask God
to fill you with the knowledge of his will through all the
wisdom and understanding that the Spirit gives, 10 so that
you may live a life worthy of the Lord and please him in
every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the
knowledge of God, 11 being strengthened with all power
according to his glorious might so that you may have great
endurance and patience.

Romans 15:5-6
May the God who gives endurance and encouragement

give you the same attitude of mind toward each other that
Christ Jesus had, 6 so that with one mind and one voice
you may glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ.

Romans 15:13
May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you

trust in him, so that you may overflow with hope by the
power of the Holy Spirit.

1 Thessalonians 3:11-13
Now may our God and Father himself and our Lord Jesus

clear the way for us to come to you. 12 May the Lord make
your love increase and overflow for each other and for
everyone else, just as ours does for you. 13 May he
strengthen your hearts so that you will be blameless and
holy in the presence of our God and Father when our Lord
Jesus comes with all his holy ones.

2 Thessalonians 1:11-12
With this in mind, we constantly pray for you, that our God

may make you worthy of his calling, and that by his power
he may bring to fruition your every desire for goodness and
your every deed prompted by faith. 12 We pray this so that
the name of our Lord Jesus may be glorified in you, and
you in him, according to the grace of our God and the Lord
Jesus Christ.
