Providing access for 375 teenagers in El Salvador and Honduras to be in the
Success Academy. This program equips them for success in their communities and
helps them transition after incarceration. 193 were mentored and released.

And so with your support, we go
inside the juvenile detention centers of Honduras, El Salvador, Guatemala, as
ambassadors of Christ to serve these young, incarcerated men and women. Thank you

In addition the children got access to hearing and speech
tests, fitted with hearing aids, and received speech therapy, eye exams and free eye
glasses, vaccines, and checkups.
